• The AAL project eWare “Early Warning (by lifestyle 
monitoring) Accompanies Robotics Excellence” is focused on 
improving the lifestyle of people with dementia and their 
caregivers considering the extreme impact of this disease in 
the world.

• Lifestyle monitoring can reduce caregiver’s distress and 
thereby extend the period that the informal caregiver can 
sustain the care and support needs for the person with 
dementia with aective return in terms of patient life quality 
and social costs.
